Dear IDB Invest Board of Directors,
Via this letter, the undersigned communities and civil society organizations urge you to not approve the

proposed $43 million loan for Marfrig Global Foods (project 13032-02), the world’s second largest beef
company. Below we share our major concerns that we ask you to consider in your decision.

According to IDB Invest, the “main objective of the project consists of supporting Marfrig’s
environmental and social initiatives connected to its E&S-focused plan, ‘Plano Verde+,” aimed at
accelerating investments to strengthen the sustainability in the beef supply chain, as well as other
projected investments in the South American Operations.”

While the stated goal of the IDB Invest loan is to have a sustainable and deforestation-free production by
2025 in the Amazon and by 2030 in the Cerrado, in reality this loan will prop up a company whose
current practices will likely lead to further legal and illegal deforestation and human rights
violations in these regions for many years to come. It will also support a company reported to be
directly responsible for corruption and other devastating social and environmental impacts in Brazil. In
fact, the IDB’s own assessment says that investment in this company carries many environmental and
social risks “mainly related to Marfrig’s supply chain, including deforestation, impacts on landscapes,
ecosystems and biodiversity, child/forced labor, and inadequate environmental, health and sustainability
(EHS) practices by the Company’s primary suppliers.”

Furthermore, we question the use of public development financing for the world’s second largest beef
company, which recently spent $800 million to acquire a nearly one-third share of BRF, one of the
world’s largest poultry producers, and another $969 million to acquire a total of 81% shares in US
based National Beef Packing Co. This should be taken as evidence that it could easily finance its
sustainability plans without relying on public investment funds, if those plans are indeed a corporate
priority.

This loan comes at a time when the Amazon deforestation is known to be achieving the point of no return,
while almost half of the Cerrado’s native vegetation - the most biodiverse savanna in the world and
birthplace of waters - has already been destroyed. Cattle production is the largest driver of deforestation

emissions in the Amazon, responsible for 70% of deforestation across Amazon countries. Research shows
that approximately 570,000sq km (220,078sq miles) of deforested Amazon in Brazil have been converted
for cattle ranching. According to a study published by the National Academy of Sciences, between
2015-2017, Marfrig cattle purchases were linked to roughly 26,000 hectares (61,000 acres) of
deforestation risk. Another study found that Marfrig, JBS and Minerva are directly linked to more than
17,000 hectares (42,000 acres) of illegal deforestation just in the Amazon state of Paré.

According to an investigation by Global Witness, between 2017 and 2019, Marfrig bought cattle from a
total of 89 ranches responsible for over 3,300 hectares (8154 acres) of illegal deforestation. Marfrig has
publicly acknowledged that it bought cattle from farmers located at the epicentre of the deliberate burning
of Amazon forests in 2019. Even after this was widely reported, the company continued to buy cattle from
suppliers located in the region directly connected to major human and labor rights violations in addition to
illegal logging activities in threatened ecosystems, contrary to the IDB Invest’s Performance Standard 6
on Biodiversity and Conservation. In 2020, Marfrig was connected to an illegal scheme of cattle

production that originated from illegal ranches located within indigenous peoples’ territories in the
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Amazon. The company’s failure to track the violations within its supply chain has resulted in the buying
of cattle from ranchers accused of land-grabbing and human rights abuses against indigenous people and
land rights activists.

More than a decade ago Marfrig promised to develop tools to eliminate illegal deforestation and forced
labour from its full supply chain. Yet as documented in this 2021 Greenpeace report, Marfrig still has “no
fundamental procedures” in place to guarantee that cattle from rogue ranchers linked to environmental
destruction are excluded.” Marfrig has now repeated this very same promise,with a distant deadline for
achieving 100% traceability and zero deforestation in its supply chain by 2030. According to this June
2021 article, Marfrig acknowledges that it cannot monitor 40% of its indirect production in Brazil. Given
ongoing land grabbing, indigenous land rights disputes, and illegal deforestation in regions where Marfrig
operates, the company’s failure to establish a timely and effective system to prevent these impacts would
likely violate multiple performance standards and should disqualify Marfrig from receiving public
financing from IDB Invest.

A considerable number of sources report on Marfrig’s involvement in corrupt practices. The
company was accused of committing fraud from 2006 to 2012, when, in partnership with a local
politician, it allegedly paid bribes to obtain the necessary licenses for its operations. In 2018, Marfrig was
ordered to pay 8 million reais for administrative misconduct in Mato Grosso. Also, according to various
media reports, the founder and chairman of the board of Marfrig made a payment agreement of $100
million reais (roughly $20 million dollars) as a result of the Cui Bono operation, investigation carried out
by the Federal Public Ministry and the Federal Police related to amounts paid as bribes by Marfrig to
receive loans from the public financial institution called Caixa Econdmica Federal. In the same year, the
founder and chairman of the board of directors of Marfrig was accused of insider trading by the Brazilian
Securities Commission.

Furthermore, as a Category A risk project, consultations of affected communities have been inadequate
and failed to clarify how the performance standards triggered by the investment would be addressed.
There is also no project documentation showing which communities would be affected or how
consultations with local communities were held in order to consider the approval of the investment for a
company with historical records of human and environmental rights violations. Furthermore, the absence
of prior, free and informed consultations, required by the Brazilian law under the ILO Convention 169,
shows that Marfrig is not committed to transparent and democratic processes in the territories where it
works, and will likely be in violation of Performance S7 from the outset of the loan.

As described in greater detail in these civil society letters from 3 November 2020 and from 22 February
2021, more generally, expanding financing for the industrial livestock sector directly undermines 15 of
the 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and runs counter to implementation of the goals of the
Paris Climate Agreement.

A large number of scientific reports, such as the IPBES 2018, IPCC 2018, IPBES 2019, IPCC 2019,
FOLU 2019, WRI 2019, IPBES 2020, FAO 2019, Dasgupta 2021, Chatham House 2021, IPBES and
IPCC 2021, and the latest IPCC 2021 report, all show that an urgent and profound shift away from energy
intensive, polluting, industrial livestock production towards agroecological approaches is required to meet
the Sustainable Development Goals and the Paris Climate Agreement goals. The livestock sector accounts
for nearly a third of global methane emissions and the IPCC has recently identified methane emission
reductions as a key pathway for rapidly slowing warming between now and 2040 (methane has a global
warming impact 84 times higher than CO2 over a 20-year period).
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In addition, the intensive livestock sector is a main driver in the emergence of zoonotic disease and
antimicrobial resistance. Even though overuse of antibiotics for livestock is considered one of the biggest
threats to global health, food security, and development today by the World Health Organisation and the
UN Ad hoc Interagency Coordinating Group on Antimicrobial Resistance, Marfrig has no policy in place
to completely ban the prophylactic use of critically important antimicrobials in its supply chain - their
declaration on antimicrobial use is incomplete and doesn’t include all species the company works with,
including pigs, broilers and sheep.

Marfrig’s direct or indirect involvement with multiple cases of deforestation, violation of human rights
(especially of those in a historic situation of vulnerability in the country, such as indigenous and forest
peoples) and corruption is incompatible with receiving investment from a multilateral institution
committed to social and environmental responsibility, and with the obligation of respecting human rights
and public resources use.

We therefore strongly urge you as Directors of IDB Invest to take the scientific and public evidence above
mentioned to heart, to respect human rights and to be true to the Bank's commitment to achieve the SDGs
and the Paris Climate agreement goals, by not only voting against the Marfrig loan, but to halt all finance

to the industrial livestock sector.

A continuacion presentamos
nuestras principales preocupaciones que les pedimos que consideren en su decision.

Segiin BID Invest, el “objetivo principal del proyecto consiste en apoyar las iniciativas ambientales y
sociales de Marfrig vinculadas a su plan E&S, 'Plano Verde+', destinado a acelerar las inversiones para
fortalecer la sostenibilidad en la cadena de suministro de carne vacuna, asi como otras inversiones
proyectadas en las operaciones sudamericanas.”

Si bien el objetivo propuesto del préstamo de BID Invest es lograr una produccion sostenible y libre de
deforestacion para el 2025 en la Amazonia y para el 2030 en el Cerrado, en realidad este préstamo
respaldara a una empresa cuyas practicas actuales conduciran a nuevos procesos legales e ilegales
de deforestacion en estas regiones durante muchos afios. También apoyara a una empresa que, segin
se informa, es directamente responsable de corrupcion y otros devastadores impactos socioambientales en
Brasil. De hecho, la propia evaluacion del BID establece que la inversion en esta empresa conlleva
muchos riesgos “principalmente relacionados con la cadena de suministro de Marfrig, incluida la
deforestacion, los impactos en los paisajes, los ecosistemas y la biodiversidad, el trabajo infantil/forzado,
y practicas inadecuadas sobre el medioambiente, la salud y la sustentabilidad por parte de los principales
proveedores de la empresa."”

Ademas, cuestionamos el uso de financiamiento publico para el desarrollo dirigido hacia la segunda
empresa de carne de vacuno mas grande del mundo que recientemente gastd $ 800 millones para adquirir
una participacion de casi un tercio de uno de los productores avicolas mas grandes del mundo, BRF, y ha
gastado otros $ 969 millones para adquirir un total de 81% de acciones en National Beef Packing
Co. con sede en los EE.UU. Esto debe tomarse como evidencia de que podria financiar facilmente sus
propios planes de sostenibilidad sin depender de fondos de inversion publica, si esos planes son realmente
una prioridad corporativa.

Este préstamo llega en un momento en que se sabe que la deforestacion del Amazonas esta llegando al
punto de no retorno, mientras que casi la mitad de la vegetacion nativa del Cerrado siendo la sabana mas
biodiversa del mundo y lugar de nacimiento de aguas, ya ha sido destruida. La produccion de ganado y
soja (para alimentacion animal) es el principal impulsor de las emisiones debidas a la deforestacion en la
Amazonia y es responsable del 70% de la deforestacion en los paises amazonicos. Las investigaciones
muestran que aproximadamente 570.000 kilometros cuadrados de la Amazonia deforestada en Brasil se
han convertido en pastos para la crianza de ganado. Segin un estudio publicado por la Academia
Nacional de Ciencias, entre 2015 y 2017, las compras del ganado por parte de Marfrig estaban vinculadas
a por lo menos 26.000 hectareas en riesgo de deforestacion. Otro estudio encontrd que Marfrig, JBS y
Minerva estan directamente vinculadas a mas de 17.000 hectareas de deforestacion ilegal solamente en el
estado amazonico de Para.

Segtin una investigacion de Global Witness, entre 2017 y 2019, Marfrig comprd ganado a un total de 89
ranchos responsables por mas de 3.300 hectareas de deforestacion ilegal. Marfrig ha reconocido
publicamente que comprd ganado y piensos a agricultores ubicados en el epicentro de la gquema
deliberada de bosques amazdnicos en 2019. Incluso después de que esto fue ampliamente informado, la
compafiia continu6 comprando a proveedores directamente relacionados con grandes violaciones de
derechos humanos y laborales en la region, ademas de las actividades de tala ilegal en ecosistemas
amenazados, yendo en contra de la Norma de Desempefnio 6 (PS6) de BID Invest sobre Biodiversidad y
Conservacion. En 2020, Marfrig fue asociado con un esquema ilegal de crianza de ganado que se origind
en ranchos ilegales ubicados dentro de los territorios de los pueblos indigenas en la Amazonia. El hecho

de que la empresa no rastreara las violaciones dentro de su cadena de suministro ha dado como resultado
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Hace mas de una década Marfrig se comprometié a desarrollar herramientas para eliminar la
deforestacion ilegal y el trabajo forzado de toda su cadena de suministro. Sin embargo, tal como se
documenta en este reporte de Greenpeace de 2021, Marfrig atn “no tiene procedimientos fundamentales”
para garantizar que el ganado proveniente de ganaderos fraudulentos vinculados a violaciones o
destruccion del medio ambiente, se encuentra excluido. Marfrig ahora ha repetido esta misma promesa
fijando un plazo muy lejano para lograr 100% trazabilidad y cero deforestacion en su cadena de
suministro _hasta el 2030. Segun este articulo de Junio de 2021, Marfrig reconoce que actualmente no
puede monitorear el 40% de su produccion indirecta en Brasil. Debido al continuo acaparamiento de
tierras, disputas por tierras indigenas, y deforestacion ilegal en regiones en donde Marfrig opera, la
incapacidad de la compaiiia para establecer un sistema oportuno vy efectivo para prevenir estos impactos
muy seguramente resultaria en la violacion de multiples Normas de Desempefio y deberia descalificar a
Marfrig de recibir financiamiento ptblico por parte de BID Invest.

Un considerable niimero de fuentes reporta que Marfrig tiene un largo historial de participacién en
practicas corruptas. La compafia fue acusada de cometer fraude en 2006 cuando, en asociacion con
politicos locales, presuntamente pagé rnos para obtener las licencias necesarias para racion
En 2018, a Marfrig se le ordend pagar 8 millones de Reales por una falta administrativa en Mato Grosso.
También, segin varios informes de los medios, el fundador y presidente de la Junta de Marfrig realizé un
acuerdo de pago de 100 millones de Reales (aproximadamente $20 millones de dolares) como resultado
de la Operacion Cui Bono, una investigacion llevada a cabo por el Ministerio Federal Publico y la Policia
Federal en relacion a montos pagados como sobornos a Marfrig para recibir préstamos de una institucion
financiera publica llamada Caixa Economica Federal. Durante el mismo afio, el fundador y presidente de
la junta directiva de Marfrig fue acusado de abuso de informacion privilegiada por la Comision de Bolsa 'y
Valores de Brasil.

Ademas, dado que se trata de un proyecto de riesgo de Categoria A, se han realizado consultas
inadecuadas con las comunidades afectadas y no se ha logrado aclarar como se abordarian las Normas de
Desempeno (PS) provocadas por la inversion. Tampoco hay documentacion del proyecto que muestre qué
comunidades se verian afectadas o como se llevaron a cabo las consultas con las comunidades locales
para considerar la aprobacion de la inversion a una empresa con antecedentes historicos de violaciones de
los derechos humanos y ambientales. La ausencia de consultas previas, libres e informadas, exigidas por
la ley brasilefia a partir del Convenio 169 de la Organizacion Internacional del Trabajo (OIT), demuestra
que Marfrig no se ha comprometido con procesos transparentes y democraticos en los territorios donde
opera, y muy seguramente estara en violacion de la Norma de Desempefio 7 (PS7) desde el inicio del
préstamo.

Como se describe con mayor detalle en estas cartas de la sociedad civil del 3 de noviembre de 2020 y del
22 de febrero de 2021, en general, la expansion del financiamiento para el sector de la ganaderia industrial
socava directamente 15 de los 17 Objetivos de Desarrollo Sostenible (ODS) y va en contra de la
implementacion del Acuerdo Climatico de Paris.

Una gran cantidad de informes cientificos, como IPBES 2018, IPCC 2018, IPBES 2019, IPCC 2019,
FOLU 2019, WRI 2019, IPBES 2020, FAO 2019, Dasgupta 2021, Chatham House 2021, IPBES y IPCC
2021, y el ultimo Informe de IPCC de 2021, muestran que se requiere un cambio urgente y profundo en la
produccion ganadera industrial, lejos de ser contaminante y con alto requerimiento de energia, y dirigido
hacia enfoques agroecologicos para cumplir con los Objetivos de Desarrollo Sostenible y los objetivos del
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Acuerdo Climatico de Paris. El sector de la ganaderia agro-industrial es responsable de casi un tercio de
las emisiones globales de metano y el IPCC recientemente identificd las reducciones en emisiones de
metano como una de las rutas clave para desacelerar el calentamiento rapidamente entre ahora y el 2040
(el metano tiene un impacto en el calentamiento global 84 veces mayor que el del CO2 en un periodo de
20 afios).

Asimismo, el sector de la ganaderia intensiva es uno de los principales impulsores de la aparicién de
enfermedades zoondticas y resistencia antimicrobiana. A pesar de que actualmente la Organizacion
Mundial de la Salud y el Grupo de Coordinacién Interorganismos sobre Resistencia a Antimicrobianos de
la ONU, considera el uso excesivo de antibidticos para el ganado como una de las mayores amenazas para
la salud mundial, la seguridad alimentaria y el desarrollo, Marfrig no tiene una politica para prohibir en su
totalidad el uso profilactico de antimicrobianos de importancia critica en su cadena de valor; su
declaracion respecto al uso de antimicrobianos esta incompleta y no incluye a todas las especies con las
que la compaiia trabaja incluyendo cerdos, pollos de engorde y corderos.

La participacion directa o indirecta de Marfrig en multiples casos de deforestacion, corrupcion y violacion
de los derechos humanos (especialmente de aquellos en situacion historica de vulnerabilidad en el pais,
como los pueblos indigenas y forestales), es incompatible con otorgarle inversion de parte de una
institucion multilateral comprometida con la responsabilidad social y medioambiental y con la obligacion
de respetar los derechos humanos en la asignacion de recursos publicos.

Por lo tanto, les instamos firmemente a les sefiores y sefioras de la Junta Directiva de BID Invest a tomar
en serio la evidencia cientifica y publica mencionada anteriormente, respetar los derechos humanos y ser
fieles al compromiso del Banco de alcanzar los ODS y los objetivos del Acuerdo de Paris, no solo
votando en contra del préstamo a Marfrig, sino frenando toda financiacion al sector ganadero industrial.

Prezado Conselho de Administra¢do do BID Invest,

Por meio desta carta, as comunidades e organizacdes da sociedade civil abaixo assinadas, vém
respeitosamente requerer que nao seja aprovado o empréstimo proposto de 43 milhdes de dolares para a



Marfrig Global Foods (projeto 13032-02), a segunda maior empresa de carne bovina do mundo. A seguir,
compartilhamos nossas principais preocupagdes ¢ pedimos que sejam consideradas no processo decisorio.

De acordo com o BID Invest, “o principal objetivo do projeto consiste em apoiar as iniciativas ambientais
e sociais da Marfrig vinculadas ao seu 'Plano Verde +', que visam acelerar investimentos que fortalecem a
sustentabilidade na cadeia produtiva da carne bovina, bem como outros investimentos projetados nas
operagdes da América do Sul”.

Embora a meta declarada do empréstimo BID Invest seja ter uma producdo sustentavel e livre de
desmatamento até 2025 na Amazonia e até 2030 no Cerrado, na realidade este empréstimo apoiara uma
empresa cujas praticas atuais provavelmente resultario em mais desmatamento (legal e ilegal),
assim como violacdes de direitos humanos nessas regides por muitos anos. Sobretudo, também
apoiara uma empresa exposta como diretamente responsavel por corrup¢do e outros impactos
socioambientais devastadores no Brasil. Inclusive, a propria avaliagdo do BID afirma que o investimento
na Marfrig acarreta muitos riscos “principalmente relacionados a cadeia de abastecimento da Marfrig,
incluindo desmatamento, impactos nas paisagens, ecossistemas e biodiversidade, trabalho infantil, e
praticas inadequadas de meio ambiente, salide e sustentabilidade pelos principais fornecedores da
empresa’.

Além disso, questionamos o uso de financiamento publico para a segunda maior empresa de carne bovina
do mundo, que recentemente gastou 800 milhdes de ddlares para adquirir quase um ter¢o das agdes da
BRF, uma das maiores produtoras de frangos do mundo, e outros 969 milhdes de dolares para adquirir
81% das agdes da National Beef Packing Co. com sede nos Estados Unidos. Isso deveria ser considerado
como evidéncia de que a Marfrig pode facilmente financiar seus projetos de sustentabilidade sem
depender de fundos de investimento publicos, se isso for de fato uma prioridade para a empresa.

O empréstimo chega em um momento em que ¢ sabido que o desmatamento da Amazdnia estd
alcancando um ponto sem volta, enquanto quase metade da vegetacao nativa do Cerrado — savana mais
biodiversa do mundo e ber¢o das aguas — ja foi destruida. A producdo de gado ¢ o maior impulsionador
das emissdes do desmatamento na Amazdnia e € responsavel por até 70% do desmatamento nos paises
amazodnicos. Uma pesquisa aponta que aproximadamente 570 mil km? da Amazonia desmatada no Brasil
foram convertidos em pasto para a pecuaria. De acordo com estudo publicado pela Academia Nacional de
Ciéncias, entre 2015 e 2017, as compras de gado feitas pela Marfrig estavam vinculadas a
aproximadamente 26 mil hectares em risco de desmatamento. Outro estudo constatou que Marfrig, JBS e
Minerva estdo diretamente ligadas a mais de 17 mil hectares de desmatamento ilegal apenas no estado do
Para, na Amazonia.

De acordo com uma investigacdo da Global Witness, entre 2017 ¢ 2019, a Marfrig comprou gado de um
total de 89 fazendas responsaveis por mais de 3.300 hectares de desmatamento ilegal. A Marfrig

reconheceu publicamente que comprou gado de fazendeiros localizados no epicentro da queima

deliberada da floresta amazonica em 2019. Mesmo depois que isso foi amplamente divulgado, a empresa
continuou comprando de fornecedores diretamente ligados a grandes violagdes de direitos humanos e
trabalhistas na regido, além de atividades madeireiras ilegais em ecossistemas ameagados, contrariando os
Padrdes de Desempenho do BID Invest's Performance Standards 6 em Biodiversidade e Conservagao.
Em 2020, a Marfrig esteve ligada a um ma arista riam gado ilegalmente em terra
indigenas na Amazodnia. O fracasso da empresa em rastrear as violagdes em sua cadeia de abastecimento

resultou na compra de gado de fazendeiros acusados de grilagem de terras e violacdes dos direitos
humanos de povos indigenas e ativistas do direito a terra.
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Ha mais de uma década, a Marfrig promete desenvolver ferramentas para eliminar o desmatamento ilegal
e o trabalho escravo de toda a sua cadeia de fornecedores, porém, como documentado nesse relatorio de
2021 do Greenpeace, a Marfrig ainda ndo possui “procedimentos fundamentais” em vigor para garantir
que o gado proveniente de fazendeiros vinculados a destruigdo ambiental seja excluido. Recentemente, a
Marfrig renovou essa mesma promessa, porém com um prazo muito distante de conclusdo para alcangar a
rastreabilidade total e zero desmatamento de toda a sua cadeia de suprimentos, que deve ser concluida até
2030.

De acordo com esta matéria de junho de 2021, a Marfrig reconhece que atualmente ndo consegue rastrear
a origem de 40% de seus fornecedores indiretos no Brasil. Todas as questdes de grilagem de terras,
disputas indigenas e desmatamento ilegal nas regides onde a Marfrig opera, além da falta de um sistema
effetivo que previna novos impactos no curto prazo provavelmente violariam padrdes de desempenho, e
deveriam desqualificar a Marfig de receber financiamento do BID Invest.

Um numero consideravel de fontes relata que a Marfrig tem um longo histérico de envolvimento em
praticas de corrupc¢io. A empresa foi acusada de cometer fraude de 2006, quando,_em parceria com um
politico local, teria atuado para obter as licencas necessarias para suas operagcdes. Em 2018, a Marfrig foi
condenada a pagar 8 milhdes de reais por improbidade administrativa no Mato Grosso. Ainda, de acordo
com varios relatorios na midia, o fundador e presidente do conselho de administragdo da Marfrig, fez um
acordo de pagamento de 100 milhdes de reais devido a uma investigacdo realizada pelo Ministério
Publico Federal e pela Policia Federal relacionados a valores pagos como propina pela Marfrig para
recebimento de empréstimos da instituicdo financeira pibica denominada Caixa Econdmica Federal.
Ainda no mesmo ano, o fundador e presidente do conselho de administracdo da Marfrig foi acusado de

negociar com informacoes privilegiadas pela Comissao de Valores Mobilidrios em 2018.

Ademais, dado que este ¢ um projeto de risco da Categoria A, houve consultas inadequadas das
comunidades afetadas e uma falha em esclarecer como os padrdes de desempenho acionados pelo
investimento seriam enderecados. Também ndo ha documentagdo mostrando quais comunidades seriam
afetadas ou como as consultas com as comunidades locais foram realizadas a fim de considerar a
aprova¢ao do investimento para uma empresa com historico de violagdes de direitos humanos e
ambientais. Além disso, a auséncia de consultas prévias, livres e informadas, previstas pela lei brasileira a
partir da internalizagdo da Convencdo 169, da Organizagdo Internacional do Trabalho, demonstra que a
Marfrig ndo preza em sua atuagdo por processos transparentes ¢ democraticos nos territorios onde opera, €
possivelmente violara o Desempenho S7 desde o inicio do empréstimo.

Conforme descrito em mais detalhes nestas cartas da sociedade civil de 3 de novembro de 2020 e 22 de
fevereiro de 2021, de forma geral, a expansdo do financiamento para o setor da pecuaria industrial
prejudica diretamente 15 dos 17 Objetivos de Desenvolvimento Sustentdvel (ODS) e vai contra a
implementac¢ao do Acordo de Paris.

Um grande numero de relatorios cientificos, como o IPBES 2018, IPCC 2018, IPBES 2019, IPCC 2019,
FOLU 2019, WRI 2019, IPBES 2020, FAO 2019, Dasgupta 2021, Chatham House 2021, IPBES ¢ IPCC
2021, e o ultimo relatério do IPCC 2021, demonstram que, para cumprir os Objetivos de
Desenvolvimento Sustentavel e as metas do Acordo de Paris, ¢ necessario que haja uma mudancga urgente
e profunda na produgdo de alimentos, que se distancie da pecudria intensiva ¢ caminhe em diregdo a
sistemas agroecoldgicos. O setor de pecudria também ¢ responsavel por quase um terco das emissdes
globais de metano e o IPCC (Painel Intergovernamental de mudangas climaticas) identificou
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recentemente que ¢ essencial reduzir as emissdes de metano para desacelerar rapidamente o aquecimento

global até 2040 (o metano tem impacto no aquecimento global 80 vezes maior que o C02 em um periodo
de 20 anos).

Além disso, o setor de pecudria intensiva ¢ um dos principais causador rgiment

zoondticas e resisténcia antimicrobiana. Embora o uso excessivo de antibidticos na pecudria seja
considerado uma das maiores ameacas a saude global, & seguranca alimentar ¢ ao desenvolvimento
sustentavel pela Organizacdo Mundial da Saude e pelo Grupo de Trabalho da ONU focado em resisténcia
antimicrobiana, a Marfrig ndo possui uma politica para proibir completamente o uso profilatico de
antimicrobianos de importancia critica em suas operacdes indiretas. A Declaracio sobre uso de
antimicrobianos da companhia ¢ incompleta e ndo abrange todas as espécies de animais da cadeia de
fornecimento, tais como suinos, ovinos e frangos.

O envolvimento direto ou indireto da Marfrig com multiplos casos de desmatamento, violagdo de direitos
humanos (principalmente daqueles em situacdo historica de vulnerabilidade no pais, como povos
indigenas e tradicionais) e corrup¢do ¢ incompativel com o recebimento de investimento de uma
instituicdo multilateral comprometida com a responsabilidade social e ambiental e com a obrigacao de
respeitar os direitos humanos na destinacdo de recursos publicos.

Diante do exposto, recomendamos veementemente que os senhores e as senhoras, como parte do
Conselho de Administragdo do BID Invest, levem a sério as evidéncias cientificas e publicas acima
mencionadas, respeitem os Direitos Humanos e sejam fiéis ao compromisso do banco de alcangar os ODS
e as metas do Acordo e Paris, ndo apenas votando contra a concessdo do empréstimo da Marfrig, mas
também cessando todo o financiamento para o setor pecuario industrial.
